November 15, 2004

Final Minutes

The agenda for Nov 15 was a review of an interim update to the CDE Browser to allow forms to be viewed in a central location rather than having to open each Context to search for Forms.

In conjunction with the view of forms, a new Form Builder feature was demonstrated that would allow users to optionally  “Publish” and “Unpublish” forms to the central catalog. 

Shaji demonstrated three new “forms catalogs” in the browser under the caBIG context: 

1. Protocol Form Templates ( Catalog – alphabetically displays from all Contexts all “published” forms of type “Template” 

2. Classifications ( Form Catalog – does not display anything in the browser tree or results window.  When signed into Form Builder, displays all the forms in alphabetical order as if you had preformed a ‘search all forms’ using a wildcard across all contexts.  The form is displayed when you click on it and you can then see the CDEs associated with the form.

3. Protocol Forms ( Catalog – alphabetically displays all ‘published’ Protocols from all Contexts, as nodes in the Catalog, and all forms of type “CRF” associated with each protocol.  

Notes from the session: 

 
- Users liked the idea of organizing published forms of type “template” versus “CRF” into Templates and Forms categories, but it was suggested that the headings for the section labeled “Protocol Form Templates” be changed to just “Templates".  

 
- The catalog node under these sections should be changed to be more descriptive e.g. "Forms listed Alphabetically within Protocol" and "Templates listed Alphabetically" 


- Neither the “Template” view nor the “Protocol Forms” view display the “CRF” forms that are not associated with a protocol.  


- Users were not sure whether the catalog under "Classifications" as demonstrated really adds much value3.  As demonstrated, it did not appear to work because it functions differently than the other two catalogs.  In the other two, when you open the ‘catalog’ node, you see a list of form names or protocol names grouping the form names.  In the “Classifications” section users can’t see any forms listed in the tree under the “catalog” heading.  You must sign into Form Builder to see the forms, and at that point, they are still not displayed in the tree view, only in the results side of the Form Builder window.  The team will rework and demo again.   It would still be desirable to have a central place where all forms are listed alphabetically – particularly since not all forms are associated with a protocol.

· The main issue with the Classification section is that users expect to see a list of the forms in the Tree in CDE Browser, not just on the "Results" side when signed into Form Builder.  Also, when a user clicks on a Form from the tree, regardless of which node its under (“Protocol Forms” or “Classifications”), users expect to see the CDEs on that form in the Browser Results window. 
 
Future: 
- Allow curators to "Publish" all Forms by Protocol with “one-click” instead of having to publish each form individually.

- If we work out the issues with displaying forms under "Classifications", consider an option for selecting which "Classification" the form is published to, with the caBIG Forms Catalog as the default 
 
- Change the instruction information about the “Guest sign-in" for Form Builder to a larger font and bold...
