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· Denise noted that caBIG training had begun, the next session which is an overview of caCORE/caDSR is October 22, 2004.  Information regarding caDSR training is posted on the caDSR web site under “Training” .

· Tommie Curtis discussed changes to the Governance Process to include opportunities to incorporate caBIG review and involvement in promotion of caDSR CDEs to “Standard”.  Tommie will publish separate notes regarding comments and recommendations.  The governance process will be presented to the V-CDE Workspace next week at a Face-to-Face caBIG meeting in Chicago.

· Denise Warzel pointed out that the process chart boxes representing assigning a status of  “Qualified” for existing CDEs and the process to “Register CDE”  for new CDEs that do not already exist needs to be reviewed  to better represent these two paths to “Candidate” CDEs.

· Browser Results “sort” feature: Oracle demonstrated the ability to sort browser results by clicking on the column heading.  

· A “bread crumb” is created to show the user which columns are sorted and in what order.  

· A button for “return to default sort setting” is provided, which sorts first by Registration Status, then Workflow Status and alphabetically by Long Name within in those. 

· It was suggested that a “clear sort” button also be provided that would allow users to sort by only one column, such as Long Name.  

· It was also suggested that when the users select each column to sort upon, up to three, the first column sorted would remain the primary sort column, each column selected would be an additional sort within the first e.g. click “Long Name” first, then click “Workflow Status” would result in sorting on Workflow Status within Long Name and the ”bread crumb” would read “Long Name>>Workflow Status (Ascending)”.  

· It ws suggested that the sorting would be intuitive if it were similar to sort functionality in Microsoft Excel.  

· Oracle said they would take these comments into consideration and come back with another design prototype

· Oralce demonstrated the “Side-by-Side” comparison feature.   

· This feature will allow CDEs to be put into a special ‘comparison cart’ in order to be viewed in side-by-side to inspect each CDEs metadata attributes. 

· Items may be added and removed by clicking on a box next to each one and then selecting the appropriate action button. 

· Feedback on this feature included suggestions to sort the permissible values lists

· Also suggested that the permissible values list might be better aligned in rows horizontally to make visual comparison easier.  

· The ability to download the comparison matrix will be provided and some suggestions were made to better align the CDE basic attributes, which only take one column to display,  with the Permissible Value details that take 3 columns to display for each CDE.  The CDE’s basic attributes should be aligned so that they are above the 1st column of the Permissible Values pertaining to that CDE.

· It was suggested that some information be provided in Details regarding the Value domain for CDEs with non-enumerated VD.  E.g. Name, definition,  datatype, maximum characters  

· The “Concept Code” for the DEs related components should be displayed where appropriate (e.g. the DE’s DEC’s Object Class’s Concept Code).  This could be a ‘hotlink” as it will be in the Browser in 3.0.

· Consider displaying the CDE’s alternate names, in 3.0 these will provide information about which applications are using the CDE and what the name is of this CDE in each of these applications.  The Alternate Names construct is being modified to support this, be sure to include appropriate columns such as Alternate Name Type and context as well as any new metadata attribute created in 3.0.

· Oracle demonstrated a new approach to searching in the browser that will be more “google-like”.

· The primary change is to break the search string into its anatomical parts, rather than treat is as a literal string that must match exactly. This means breaking the words apart and searching for the presence of all the words in the item. E.g “surgery date” would find all CDEs with both “Surgery” and “Date” in its name.  CDEs with both terms present would be presented at the top of the search results as better potential matches than those that matched only one of the terms such as “Date” alone, or “surgery” alone.  This is similar to the way that Google works in the default search mode. 

· An “Advance Search” tab will be presented so that users who want to narrow the search in the manner provided the current version of the Brower may still do so.

· The “Advanced Search” could be enhanced in the future to make it easier to see which items from a drop down box are “Included” or “Excluded” from the search filter.

· A “view default settings” button was suggested to keep the search screen panel simple, providing more room for the search results to be displayed.

· The next Software meeting will be November 1st.  

· Requirements Planning review will continue to be scheduled throughout November – the schedule and teleconference information will be posted on the “Requirements Planning” page of the caDSR web site and also emailed to subscribers of caDSR Users List.
